When using the structures in “Group 1”, we have to agree
(gender and plurality) the adjective with the first noun

e el comedor es mas grande que |la sala de
ordenadores —

e |asaladeordenadores es menos moderna gue el
salén de actos —

e |asaulas son tan antiguas como el salon de actos —

When using the structures in “Group 2”, we do
not have to agree gender but we have to agree
with the plurality of the first noun

* l|abiblioteca es mejor que la sala de
ordenadores —the library is better than
the computer lab

* las aulas son peores que los campos de
futbol — the classrooms are worse than
the football pitches
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
