(gender and plurality) the adjective with the first noun

When using the structures in “Group 2”, we do
not have to agree gender but we have to agree
with the plurality of the first noun (note, in the
plural form, both go to “es” evenin the feminine
form)

* eltelediario esmejorque las telenovelas
— the news is better than soap operas

* lastelenovelas son peores que los
documentales — soap operas are worse
than documentaries

We can also use other opinion verbs but remembering to put the

verb in the appropriate Preterite form, e.g.:

e me gusto—Iliked it
e me encantd— | loved it

The “pretérito grave”

The “pretérito grave” is a group of verbs in the Preterite that have irregular stems (the part that is the same regardless of
the person) but follow the same verb ending pattern. The core verbs that fit this group are:

e andar (to walk) 2 anduv

e conducir (to drive) 2 conduj
e decir (tosay) = dij

e estar(to be) 2 estuv

e haber (thereis/are — essentially “hay” in the Present) = hub

e hacer (to do/make) = hic*
e poder (to beable to) 2 pud
e poner (to put) > pus

ser/ir (to be/go) ver (to see) dar (to give)
yo fui vi di
tu fuiste viste diste
él/ella/usted fue vio dio
nosotros fuimos vimos dimos
vosotros fuisteis visteis disteis
ellos/ellas/ustedes fueron vieron dieron
pretérito grave
yo e
ta iste
saber (to know) = sup él/ella/usted o

To give an opinion in the Imperfect, we can use the use the
structure:

e era+ adjective

We can also use other opinion verbs but remembering to put the
verb in the appropriate Imperfect form, e.g.:

e me gustaba— | used to like it
e me encantaba— 1| used to love it

e me ponia de buen humor — it used to put me in a good

Use:

An easy way to remember when to use the
Imperfect Tense is if we can translate the verb
into “used to”.

For example, an English translation would be:
* lusedtoswim
*  You used to play football
* He used to run marathons

With this in mind, the notion of “used to” implies
arepeated past action. Therefore, unlike the
Preterite where it is used to one-off completed
past actions, the Imperfect is used for repeated
past actions.

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Grammar: the Imperfect Tense v the Preterite in relation to films:

As seenonthe previous page, we know that we use the Imperfect Tense to refer to repeated/habitual actions in the past. However, during the lessons related to film,
we also learnt a nuanced difference between the Imperfect and Preterite tenses when describing things in the past.

In general terms:

e Imperfect — to describe nouns in the past
e Preterite — to describe experiences in the past / one-off events

In more specific terms:

e Imperfect— to describe on-going feelings/impressions in the past
e Preterite — to describe an overall/lasting feeling/impression in the past

Examples — general terms: Examples — more specific:

Imperfect (describing nouns in the past): Imperfect (to describe on-going impressions in the past):

e |os efectos especiales eran increibles — the special effects were amazing °
e elvestuario erarealistico — the wardrobe was realistic °

la pelicula me hacia reir — the film made me laugh (throughout)
la escenaeraconmovedora—the scene was moving (throughout)

Preterite (describing experiences / one-off events in the past): Preterite (to describe lasting impressions in the past):

e me gustd la pelicula porque fue divertida — I liked the film because it was fun e la pelicula me hizo reir — the film made me laugh (once or overall
e |a pelicula batid récords en la taquilla — the film broke records at the box office experience)

e |a escenafue conmovedora —the scene was moving (once or
lasting impression)
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
