The word “a@”
An infinitive verb

o Toindicate the future action

voy a cantar —I am going to sing

vas a bailar — you are going to dance

va a jugar al futbol — (s)he is going to play football
vamos a salir —we are going to go out

vais a nadar — you are going to swim

van a ir a Espafia — they are going to go to Spain

To give an opinion in the Near Future, we use the
structure:

e va+a+ser+adjective

e va a ser divertido — it is going to be fun

e va a ser aburrido — it is going to be
boring

e va a ser guay— jtis going to be cool

e va aser laleche - it is going to be
amazing

e va a ser fenomenal — it is going to be
grear
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
